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FOREWORD

The Buddhi-Vilasa, which we are placing in the hands of scholars as
the seventy-third number of the Rajasthan Puratan Granthmala, 15 a work
which appears to have been written primarily for rendering the ‘Nitisara’
etc, mto a simple language for the use of common people of the
Jan sect  The description of the chain of rulers and the description of
the foundation of Jaipur, a new city by Sawai Jai Smgh have come
secondarily, but prior to the main work It had, however, become a practice
among the authors of the medieval timesto give adequate importance
and respects to the rulers of the area or state where they lived in

The historical description of the ruling famuly of Jaipur and that of
the foundation of the city of Jaipur though secondarily implied 1n the work
has attained primary mmportance, the latter bemg a contemporary
evidence as remarked by the editor 1n his introduction

The Buddhi-Vilasa 1s not a poetic work, but a narration of facts in
simple metrical language  However, the author could not restrain
his sense of poetic appreciation as, he has adopted some illuminating
couplets of other poets in praise of the rulers of Jaipur From the
language pomnt of view we find n the work a queer mixture of the Braj
and the Dhoondar: dialect spoken in Jaipur  The resultant form of speech
tells us of the influence of the Braj-bhasa over the Dhoondarn and

vice-versa A small lexicon of all such words can be prepared for the
students of language

Besides the history of Jaipur and the interesting description of
the foundation of the new city, the author has made references to some
mmportant and 1nteresting events relating to the development of the
Digamber Jaim sect particularly in Jaipur and 1n Rajasthan n general The
events relating to the practice of the use of ‘langot1’ and niding a palanquin
adopted by Bhattarak Prabha Chandra of Chittor during the time of Peroz
Shah, (p 78), the ongm of the Khandelwal caste among the Jamas
(pp 87-88), and lastly the ill-treatment received by the Jamas at the hands
of one Shyam Tewad: and therr rescue by the courtsey of Sawar
Madhosingh I (pp 151-52) described by the author as an eye-witness
are the facts which need be verified by historical evidences

Bakhata Rima $dha son of Pema Rija Sdha was a native of Chatsii
situated about twenty-seven miles South-East of modern Jaipur The
present text 1s essentially based on the well-known precepts of the Jamna
religion and as such, the author has no claims to all original ~ Besides the
BV, we have another work assigned to him namely the “Mithyatva
Khandana Nataka”,t (fqeara @sa 12F) once agam based on standard
Jamna texts Both the works refer to Bakhata’s association with Jaipur
where he had patronised the temple of Laskari as a frequent visitor
Bakhata was a Jama by religion and a follower of the Digambara school

From the text itself we come to know that Bakhata Rima Saha
took up the work as desired by Pandit Kalyana and Mum Gunakirt: of
the temple of Laskari Relevant extracts from the ‘“Mithyatva Khandana
Nataka” also, supplementing the BV are given below to show how much

they are in harmony with each other The Nataka 1s dated Samvat 1820
(te 1763 AD)

Nathii Rama Premi has mentioned one more work by Bakhata
Rama namely the “Dharma-Buddhi Ki Katha”, (a® 9 f& % @) so far,
nowhere available in any of the Digambara Grantha Bhandar’s of Jaipur

Certamn fragmentary rehgious couplets find a mention of mere
“Bakhata™ which as the catalogue of the Bhandars would reveal have been
equated with the same Bakhata Rama Saha on the obvious conjecture as to
be his pen-name Such sketchy references slip away unless we could
establish that they stood for our author  To quote a few lines from such

Althcugh they belong to a
period about Samvat 1829 (1e 1772) but 1t may clash with reality for
want of evidence  Besides, there are all chances of several contemporarics
having the same name, as 1s actually the case with one Bakhata Rima
Godhd, who was a contemporary of our author, and most probably Prem
mistook him for Bakhata Rima Saha when he quotes the ‘““Dharma-
Buddhi ki katha” Couplet 86 of the text finds a mention of Kavi ‘Rima’,
and 1f probabilitics be given a long rope we can take 1t to be the pen-name
of our author, being the second word of his full name But, nowhere 1n the
text he does 1t again  We can, therefore, safely kecp aloof from such triviah-
ties, as they unnecessanly drag us towards speculations We have enough 1n
the BV and the MKN regarding Bakhata Rima Siha to allow usto
proceed with a2 certamn degree of confidence  Simularly the text of the BV
18 very much mtact mn nature and we have very hitle to gan by a third

Rama Siha could finish this work A substantsal portion of the work 15
a mere translation 1nto a simpler language of the well-known Jamna texts

text have not been reproduced here to avoid sheer repetition It reflects
the honesty of the translator to have opcnly acknowledged the source of

Importance of the work

The BV 15 a work on rehgion  The obvious gravity in the subject
readily accounts for preachings and morahty eccuring in quick succession
However, diversions from the “Nitisiira’, and other old texts are many and
they lend the work a new look and provide occasion for editing the text

In about twenty-three pages (6 to 28, of the printed teat) the
author has taken up the history of the Kacchwihi rulers of Amber and
brings 1t up-to-date to hus own times  The author belonged to Japur and
conscquently this Tocal influence 1s repeatedly macded 1 the text Else-~
where also, at several places he has brought Jaipur into picture This
brings us near to a wider conclusion besides revealing the sccret behind
cdiing such purely rehgious works  To the modern lustonian the BV
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would have served liftle purpose, 1f the author had satisfied himsell with
a bare nanung of the Kacchawdha rulers On the other hand, he has
exhaustively dealt with the Jaipur of the times of Saw Jar Singh as an
cye-witness (also noticeable from the remarkable ease m whih he has
done 1t)  In every casc this portion 1s his own contribution 1o the tet

Onc may ranse the question, whether Bakhaia Rima Saha was an
cye-witness to that portion of the teat where he has described the prosperity
and other aspects of the new cily of Jaipar founded by Sawar Jar Singh
His MKN was completed twent y-one ycars after the death of Jar Siagh m
1743 A D The grave nature of both the works 15 a clear index to his having
attained maturity as a grown up man  Besiges, his works cven as trans-
lations are not mcre mechanical reproductions of old texts, as 1s usually
the case with professional scribes Bakhata Rima Siha had regularly
enercised his own ntellect and this also exposes the sedate in him  If one
were to judge this woik as a source of contemporary history 1t stands in
gam m cemparison with whatever Ittle ;mmformation we have on the medieval
period of Indian History based mamnly on the writings of the Persian Court-
chroniclers  The Non-Persian sources have not yet been studied properly
and historians are very much unaware of such works as the BV, where
historical passages appear and re-appear in works of the ke natir  Possibly
all such writings may no more change our conclusions towards the ccmmon
trend of medieval Historical writings 1¢ a mere record of sunply vhat
happened and when, and that too within the ngid framevork of a pre-
dommantly Political History  Nedicval scholar<hip had curtamm senous
himtations  They were all battle loving historians barc to the bone

Even in the BV there s the too common a deification of the
Kings and therr fauvitless deeds, but at the same time wc come across a
nseful account of the new ¢ty of Jaipar, which conadering i« eatent 15 not
acaidental, but motnated with a dewre to gne a contemporary account
of great interest 1t 1s most useful 1o pick up all such passages, even if
they eccur 1n manusenpic on subjyects other than Histern. Besides, in such
worhs as the BV the author enjeds a certen degree of freedom an 1cdling
the truth which was rarely enjorved by offiaal istorins This v e
can race volumes af such ‘rel nent to hictors pascrpes While desersting
the ey of Jaipur, the author hos rotviewed evente exclusnal, from the

Bakhdta Rama Siha has shown his awareness of the times of
Prithvi Singh of Japur (1767-1778 AD ) and the BV 1s dated A D 1770
He might have survived cven fonger, but as for his Iiterary carcer the BV
marhed a close  Had he lived to sce the resgn of other princess that
followed Prithvt Singh, he would not have missed to mention their names
as he has carcfully been domng with the royal lineage without indulging
iito chronolegical cverlepping ather He  hes hurriedly passed through
the rugn of Prithvi Singh, and his predecessors with an awareness of
their individual places 1n His,ory himited to a paragraph or, at the most,
a page, but coming to Sawai Jay Singh, hc has shown that the astronomer
cannot be put between the covers of a volume His reign-period hung
suspended 1in Hinduism  The range in mental abilities of Ja1 Singh must
have been enormous

Having dealt with the main attraction of the work, 1t 1s
essential to cover in bricf the subject-proper which in extent 1s more
mountaneous than the ‘mole-hill, I have been discussing so far The
introduction here provides no occaston for a detailed account of the
Digambara Pattavalt’s, well-known works lihe the Tattwértha—Satra
(aaﬁgq) etc as having alrcady undergone scores of popular editions
Begining with the Jaina Geography the author has traced the entire
lnstory of the Digambara sect, where the most interesting portion
happens to be the one that deals with the establishment of different
Jaina seats (gacchas, =§) at places like Jaipur, Sanganer, Chittor,
Nigaur, Rapthambhor etc They tell us of the spread of Jaimism
in Rajputind Scholars arc of the view that the mam purpose of
our auvhor was to arrest the growing strength of the so-called
«Thirteen-Panthis’’ (aig ff) whose ways were not hiked by serious

divines who grew alarmed )

In the text there 1sa mention of the open conflict between the
Jainas and the Vaisnavés of Jaipur, particulary during the time of
Sawa: Madho Singh I The author has passed personal remarks against
one Shyima Tewidi—a troublesome Vaisnava Although very much
1n the nature of a direct hit against the Vaignavids, however, the author
has nowhere played the bigot This portion of the work needs a
study The rulers of Jaipur had regard for both the Jainas and the

Vaisnavis, and did their best to find ways and means acceptable to

both, on occasions of conflict

Both the documents have been used above because there is lack
of unanimity among scholars as regards the exact hour and date of the
foundation ceremony Copies of these were formerly preserved 1n the
‘Dewam Huzury’ office of the erstwhile Jaipur State These may now
be verified from the records of the Rajasthan Archives Department,
Bikaner. Also, the pattas for the grant may te traced out in the
family records of the Samrat Obviously, depending upon a source
secondary m nature, however, such evidences have more weight than
later records Other works that differ in dates need not be cited here

till the Jaipur Pothikhana 1s thrown open for scholars and the original

A canal was built to supply water to the new city. Ananda
Ram Mistn was commissioned to survey the neighbourhood His
report written on 16th July, 1726 1s still preserved The source selected
was the Jhotawada river, four miles north-west of thc new city The
device made to bring water in the city can still be traced out as the
entire water roule lies buried below the busy market streets of the city

The water reservoirs were public places situated at the two
chaupars, (four-sided meet) then popular as the ‘Sanganeri-chaupara’

Borrowed from Persia, in the words of Huartf, the Karkhana
system had come to stay 1n Hindustan with the rule of the Mughals,
